• Appellation: Beaujolais Villages 
• Grape Variety: 100% Gamay Noir 
• Vine Age: 90 to 110 years 
• Soil: Pebbles on pink granite 
• Exposure: Northeast 
• Planting Density: 10,000 vines/ha

Vine Growing
• Pruning Technique: Gobelet pruning
• Farming Practices: Ground cover, ecological methods, maintaining

natural balance
• Treatments: Minimal, avoiding the use of insecticides, acaricides, or

anti-rot agents
• Yield: 36 hl/ha (hectoliters per hectare)
• Harvest: Entirely handpicked on September 21, 2021

Wine Making
• Maceration: Fully destemmed, lasting 19 days, with three rack-and-

return processes
• Additives: No yeast, tannin, acid, or sucrose introduced
• SO2 (Sulfur Dioxide): Minimal, applied only after malolactic

fermentation
• Aging: Aged for 21 months in French oak barrels
• Filtration: Unfiltered
